There were five people on the GSE Team and they are pictured at the left as prepared to return home (Jim, Becky, Noemi, Angela, and Greg). They are dressed in the local costume. The area they visited is located in SE India in Andhra Pradesh where there are 
80 million people. 
India is a land of contrasts in education and wealth. You see expensive home and slums. The homes that the GSE members stayed in varied from middle class to quite expensive. 
  Health is a nation-wide problem. Five million people die from lack of good water. Of that total, 85 percent are children under five years old. Safe drinking water can be reached by drilling wells to 85 feet deep. If you have a good hand pump a well will last for 10-15 years. One program that Jim Hunt is working on is with the White Bear Rotary Foundation for Borehole Wells in Rural India. For a donation of $175 that can be district matched and RI Foundation reached, you can have a single well drilled. To date, 160 wells have been drilled.
