They are also sponsoring another project for 2009-2010.  They toured a school where eyeglasses are given by local Rotarians.  Visited the Rotary club of Carmen de Arreco where they own their own building and employ their own chef.  They also stayed at an old family ranch home.  Meals were late, large, lots of beef and wine.
  The first public hospital toured was Carmen de Arreco where the equipment, such as a pulse oximeter for checking hearing in infants, was still in boxes and was presented to the hospital in a ceremony. The Mayor was there and other politicians.  Brand new ICU unit, ultra sound room, lab, dental clinic.  Older nursing home attached, but they are building a new one.  They build as they get the money; don’t wait until they have it all.  Family members fed patients, as there was no kitchen.
 Second hospital was largest and had a kitchen.

 Third hospital was the smallest and most sad—for maternity patients only.  No security protecting newborns.

 Home stays were enjoyed with the local Rotarians.

 Our local Minnesota Rotarians came back and vowed to do another project for the overlooked, but not necessarily the poorest, hospitals.  The Rotary Foundation is out of money, so the district will fund it, but encouraged them to seek additional funds from clubs.  They have until March to raise the money.  Partnering clubs are: Coon Rapids, Fridley/Columbia Heights, St. Croix Falls/Taylor Falls, New Brighton/Mounds View, Winona, White Bear Lake. Two more projects at General Sarmiento and Moreno Sur are to purchase human milk pasteurizers for $16,000, forceps, separator/retractor. Check the R.C. website and searchable database where clubs post their wants, and you can choose your project.
